From Fr. Steve: Sunday Service Times  

 In May 2013 our vestry decided to restructure our Sunday worship 

times. We merged the traditional 11:00 am service with the 8:00 am service 

to create a standard Episcopal Prayer Book service with music at 8:30 am. 

We kept the contemporary music service but moved it from 9:15 to 10:00 am 

and then switched the children’s Sunday school to start at 9:15 am.  

 This new schedule began in September 2013 and as soon as it was 

implemented we realized that there were unforeseen consequences that had 

to be addressed. These multiple issues prompted us in January to move the 

10:00 am service to 10:30 am and then push the Sunday school time to 9:30 

am which gave teachers, students and musicians, time to transition to the 

next activity. The time crunch was solved, but the new schedule seemed to 

create challenges for other people. The bottom line is that no matter what 

changes were made, it negatively impacted someone.  

 In an effort to fully evaluate how our worship service schedule is working, I have asked the following 

six people – Lynn Milner, Mark Getchell, Michael Greene, Rebecca Rastetter, Susan Miller and Lucinda Em-

bersits – to serve on a committee to assess our current worship times and make a recommendation to the ves-

try as to whether we should keep this same schedule for the Fall or change it. Please be thinking about your 

preferences so that when this team asks you for your opinion you will be able to give them some helpful feed-

back. This group will be engaging this task throughout May and June so that a decision may be made by July. 

Thank you to these individuals who have volunteered their time and talent to help us improve our worship 

life! 

 

SUMMER SCHEDULE – It has been our tradition here at St. Andrew’s to consolidate our summer service 

schedule to allow for some rest and relaxation for all of the people who work so hard to make our liturgies 

possible. Our choir and spirit band will be off for the summer as will our acolytes and vergers. We also want 

to give our lectors, lay Eucharistic assistants, altar guild members and ushers a breather as well and the real-

ity is that our summer attendance drops so it is feasible to have only one service on Sunday.

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The Wardenôs Corner: óSpiritual But Not Religiousô!? 

 When I mention that I am involved in my church to friends, coworkers, or ac-

quaintances, their reactions are mixed and they often share their own church experi-

ences or philosophies. Many times they share that they do not find regularly attend-

ing church satisfying. I must heartily disagree. Attending services and functions al-

lows me to absorb joyous music and a message that stays with me for days. Maybe 

that is what is called the Holy Spirit – I don’t know, but I know it feels good.  

 Spending the last few months with members of the vestry working on our 

parish goals for the future has been enlightening, challenging and rewarding. I would 

sit next to any fellow vestry member on an airplane, anytime. Keep reading, this will 

hopefully make sense in a minute. For me, the St. Andrew’s community is the right place. It is not perfect, as I 

am not, but that’s OK, we are all doing the best that we can. 

 I wanted to share a chapter entitled ‘Please Stop Boring Me’ in Lillian Daniel’s book, 6ÏÌÕɯȿ2×ÐÙÐÛÜÈÓɯ

!ÜÛɯ-ÖÛɯ1ÌÓÐÎÐÖÜÚɀɯ(Úɯ-ÖÛɯ$ÕÖÜÎÏ (Jericho Books, New York, 2013).  She writes from her experiences as a minis-

ter: 

On airplanes, I dread the conversation with the person who finds out I am a minister and wants to use the flight time to explain to 

me that he is “spiritual but not religious.” Such a person will always share this as if it is some kind of daring insight, unique to 

him, bold in its rebellion against the religious status quo. 

Next thing you know, he’s telling me that he finds God in the sunsets. These people always find God in the sunsets.  And in walks 

on the beach.  Sometimes I think these people never leave the beach or the mountains, what with all the communing with God 

they do on hilltops, hiking trails, and…did I mention the beach at sunset yet? 

Like people who go to church don’t see God in the sunset!  Like we are these monastic little hermits who never leave the church 

building.  How lucky we are to have these geniuses inform us that God is in nature.  As if we don’t hear that in the psalms, the 

creation stories, and throughout our deep tradition. 

Being privately spiritual but not religious just doesn’t interest me. There is nothing challenging about having deep thoughts all by 

oneself.  What is interesting is doing this work in community, where other people might call you on stuff or, heaven forbid, dis-

agree with you.  Where life with God gets rich and provocative is when you dig deeply into a tradition that you did not invent all for 

yourself. 

Being privately spiritual but not religious has become the norm in American culture, and has even made its way into the culture of 

some of our churches.  So while I can’t stop these people from talking to me on the airplane, can I at least inform them that they 

are boring? 

Thank you for sharing, spiritual but not religious sunset person.  You are now comfortably in the norm for self-centered American 

culture, right smack in the bland majority of people who find ancient religions dull but find themselves uniquely fascinating.  Can I 

switch seats now and sit next to someone who has been shaped by a mighty cloud of witnesses instead?  Can I spend my time 

talking to someone brave enough to encounter God in a real human community?  Because when this flight gets choppy, that’s 

who I want by my side, holding my hand, saying a prayer, and simply putting up with me, just like we try to do in church.

òEducation for Ministryò Open House  

Parishioners are invited to join an Education for Ministry group that meets in Durham.  Education for 

Ministry  (often referred to as “EfM”) is a program for adults who desire to grow deeper into scripture, church 

history and theology in a small group.  Every baptized person is called to ministry. The Education for Minis-

try (EfM) program provides participants with the education to carry out that ministry.  

The program has a four-year curriculum, but each person commits to a year at a time.  The Durham 

group meets Monday evenings from 6:30 to 9 at the Church of the Epiphany.
